	Short description of the project, including its aims
	The Polish Robert Schuman Foundation would like to invite organizations from Germany, Spain, Serbia, Slovenia to participate in a project co-financed by the European Union under the „Europe for Citizens” programme, Remembrance strand.

Project duration: 1 November 2016 - 31 March 2018 

The project’s main aim is to conduct a comparative analysis of different historic national events to draw conclusions for the future on a general European scale. Thus, it deliberately takes into account all priority dates of the 2016 Program: the Spanish Civil War, the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees, Social anti-communist movements in Central Europe, the Yugoslav Wars in the Balkans. This allows citizens of the five European countries to understand the diverse national experiences, but also the common history of Europe. The project is addressed to countries that experienced major events in the discussed historical periods. Particularly those are chosen that witnessed the formation of totalitarian systems and development of civic movements, which either fought against totalitarian regimes or became involved in solving significant social problems. 
Within the project each Partner will create a working group of cca. 12 people (different age groups possible) and analyze the historical events from the perspective of their country. Research and analysis will depend on the possibilities of each group – we are opened to suggestions (researching archives, interviewing people taking part in events, etc.). At multinational meetings the findings from all working groups will be compared. The multinational meetings will be held in a chronological order. In each country there will be an multinational meeting for all participants of all national working groups. 

Following questions will be dealt with:
- Can any parallels be observed between the analyzed historical events and today’s crises, e.g. in terms of the influx of refugees, the situation in Ukraine or the economic crisis? If so, what might be the consequences? 
- Have people’s views, approach and reactions changed? For example, what did the Spanish know in 1956 about the situation in Poland?
- What do Poles think today about the situation of refugees coming to Spain? 
- Does the geographical distance still have a significant effect on the way in which historical processes are perceived? If anything has changed, then how much? 
- Is the European integration helpful in overcoming possible differences? How can reconciliation help us? Can we respond to problems more effectively together nowadays?
