1989: Fall of Communism in Eastern Europe, Development of the strategic game for the young Europeans
THEME: 

‘1989: Fall of Communism in Eastern Europe, Development of the strategic game for the young Europeans’ - educational project designed to engage young people to learn about the history of Europe during the political transition in the late 80s. Young people from different countries will create together a board game about events of 1989: Fall of the Berlin Wall, Round Table and the June elections in Poland, the Velvet Revolution in Czechoslovakia, transformation in Hungary, Romania and Moldova. By preparing materials for the game (questions, photos, doing graphics) young people know the events that changed the fate of modern Europe in a creative way . With the help of  partners we are planning to organize activities for young people, which they will work out a board game (then we will publish and distribute to selected NGOs / educational organizations dealing with youth). We are planning 4 events (every event will last 3 days) in 4 places ( in partner’s countries) for about 50-70 young people. Every event will include: seminars and debates (open to people from outside), organizing screening of documentaries and workshops in groups (group: photographic, graphic, substantive), gameplay by Live Action Role Playing or happening.
